combat air museum
The Combat Air Museum was chartered 
in 1977 as “Yesterday’s Air Force”. It was 
founded before the group had any aircraft 
but a very dedicated group of volunteers 
were determined to establish and oper-
ate an air museum in Topeka.

The name changed and now the Combat 
Air Museum has over 30 aircraft in its col-
lection representing four of the five U.S 
Armed Serices together with four foreign-
built aircraft.

The collection spans a time period from 
WWI through WWII, Korea, Vietnam and 
Desert Storm. While the aircraft are the 
main attraction to most visitors, the Muse-
um also has several missiles and military 
vehicles. A number of historically unique 
and valuable aircraft engines are also on 
display. Exhibits include a large collec-
tion of artifacts generously donated over 
the years to graphically demonstrate his-
tory as more than pages in books.

The primary goal of the Combat Air Muse-
um is to pay tribute to the men and women 
who have served our nation throughout 
its history. The Museum strives to provide 
an educational center and exhibits which 
show the history of military aviation and 
the development of aeronautical technol-

ogy. More than a collection of aircraft, the 
Combat Air Museum houses a wide vari-
ety of military and aviation-oriented arti-
facts ranging from WWI to the present day.

Through the efforts of dedicated friends 
and volunteers, our mission is to provide 
a center for education and for the preser-
vation of military aircraft and artifacts by 
showing and demonstrating their impor-
tance to the world today.
